Definitions of Special Educational Needs or Disabilities (SEND) taken
from section 20 of the Children and Families Act 2014.

A child or young person has SEND if they have a learming difficulty or disability which calls for special
educational provision to be made for them. A child of compulsory school age or a young person has a
learning difficulty or disability if they:

a. have a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of others of the same
age; or

b. have a disability which prevents or hinders them from making use of educational
facilities of a kind generally provided for others of the same age in mainstream schools or
mainstream post-16 institutions.

Children must not be regarded as having a learning difficulty solely because the language or form of
language of their home is different from the language in which they will be taught.

1. Introduction

At Trinity Primary School we recognise that each child has a variety of abilities and that children with
Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND) may require additional support, over and above the
usual differentiated activities to enable them to access a broad and balanced curriculum.

At Trinity our commitment to children with SEND is reflected in our whole school policy. We believe
that each child should participate to the best of their ability, high expectations should be set for all
children and all children should be integrated into the everyday life of the School. All children are
valued and respected therefore we aim to respond with sensitivity to the needs of the individual, with
due regard to the current guidelines in place for providing a COVID19-safe environment.

2. Aims

Our overarching aim is to create an atmosphere where children’s aspirations and expectations are
raised through encouragement, acceptance, respect and sensitivity to individual needs. At Trinity we
therefore intend that:-

A Due regard is given to the fundamental principles in the current Code of Practice.
A That all children will have access to the Foundation Stage curriculum and the National Curriculum
at their appropriate level and ability.
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Children with SEND or possible SEND will be identified as early as possible using profiling, nursery
liaison, playgroup liaison, teacher observation and school assessment.

Specialist advice from external agencies will be sought for guidance in order to meet the needs of
the individual child.

Appropriate provision will be made through liaison with parents/guardians, the SENDCO, the class
teacher, learning support staff and outside agencies.

All teachers will maintain high expectations of what children with SEND can achieve, whilst
adapting their teaching style and differentiating lessons appropriately so that all children can access
the curriculum at an appropriate level.

We will work in partnership with parents/guardians to ensure the appropriate provision for every
child.

The view of the child regarding their provision will be sought and considered in the light of their
understanding.

Relationships of mutual respect will be developed with every child - celebrating successes and
supporting children through their difficulties.

Objectives
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To identify pupils who have SEND as early as possible.
To work within the guidance provided in the SEND Code of Practice, 2014.
To operate a “whole pupil, whole school” approach to the management and provision
of support for pupils with SEND.
To provide a Special Educational Needs and Disabilities Co-ordinator (SENDCO).
To provide support and advice for all staff working with pupils who have, or may have SEND.

Identifying Special Educational Needs or Disabilities (SEND)

Trinity Primary School has clearly defined, graduated responses and procedures for identifying children
who have Special Educational Needs or Disabilities. All our pupils are considered on an individual basis,
however some specific criteria are used to identify SEND.

The SEND Code of Practice, 2014, describes the 4 broad categories of need:

- Communication and Interaction - this includes children with speech and language delay,
impairments or disorders.

- Cognition and Learning - this includes children who demonstrate features of moderate, severe
or profound learning difficulties or specific learning difficulties such as dyslexia, dyscalculia,
dysgraphia or dyspraxia.

- Social, Emotional and Mental Health - this includes children who may be withdrawn or isolated,
disruptive or disturbing, hyperactive or lack concentration.

- Sensory and/or Physical Needs - this includes children with sensory, multisensory and physical
difficulties.

The purpose of identifying a special educational need is to establish what action the school needs to
take to provide the best education and outcomes for the child. This is done by considering the needs of
the whole child. Children who are attaining below age-related or national expectations may not
necessarily have SEND, however other factors have been identified as having a potential impact on a
child’'s educational progress. These are:

- Attendance and Punctuality
- Health and Welfare
- English as an Additional Language




- Being in receipt of Pupil Premium Grant
- Being a Looked After Child

- Being a child of Serviceman/woman

- Adverse Childhood Experiences (ACES)

Poor behaviour does not constitute an SEND in itself, however concerns relating to child or young
person'’s behaviour will be investigated and assessed in order to identify any SEND which may be an
underlying cause of inappropriate behaviour.

Identification, Assessment, Intervention and Review

Early identification of children with SEND is a priority at Trinity School. Foundation Stage staff and the
SENDCO liaise with the school's own Sunflower Nursery and other nursery settings to observe and
assess children who may already have additional support needs (such as Speech and Language
Therapy) before or on entry to Nursery or Reception Class. In some cases, a child’'s needs may have
already been identified and Foundation Stage practitioners, the SENDCO and any other relevant
professionals such as Specialist Inclusion Support Teachers will plan for their transition to Reception
Class.

Children throughout Trinity Primary School who are attaining at a significantly lower level or
progressing at a slower pace than expected are discussed termly at Pupil Progress meetings between
the Headteacher, Deputy, SENDCO and the Class Teacher. These children are identified and
appropriate interventions agreed and acted on.

Concern might be expressed by the class teacher, parent or child about the progress being made in
school. There may be concern about development in any of the four areas of need set out in the
Special Educational Needs Code of Practice stated on the previous page. If it is felt that a child has
needs which cannot be met through normal classroom differentiation, the SENDCO will then identify
possible next steps for further investigation.

The class teacher, working with the SENDCO, will carefully monitor the situation and gather clear
evidence of the pupil's needs. This will include the use of high quality and accurate formative
assessment along with a number of diagnostic tools as appropriate, such as:

A Classroom/playground observations

A Behaviour checklists

A Boxall Profile

A Miscue analysis/appropriate reading tests

A Spelling tests

A Numeracy assessments

A Visual/auditory tests

A Standardised test scores (WRIT, WRAT, TOMAL, DASH, CTOPPS, TOWRE, BPVS)
A NESSY Dyslexia Screen
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A Dynamo Maths Dyscalculia Screen

A Wellcome Toolkit (EYFS Communication / Language)

This will then be shared with parents and/or the child as appropriate and a course of action will be
agreed upon between parents, child, SENDCO and class teacher.

English as an Additional Language

Children who join Trinity Primary School with English as an Additional Language (EAL) will be
supported as required, following advice from the EAL Service. This may involve access to resources
commonly available in the Foundation Stage or from Year One onwards a specialist teacher may be
brought in. Although EAL children is not in itself classed as SEND, EAL pupils may also have SEND.

Behavioural Difficulties

Pupils who are experiencing behavioural difficulties, or are identified as requiring extra support in areas
such as Social, Emotional or Mental Health (which may also be creating barriers to learning and
educational progress) will be assessed and monitored using the Boxall Profile by the SENDCO in
partnership with classroom staff who know the child well. School are also able to request advice and
outreach support from specialist teachers at Elm Tree and Kingsbury School via “The Hub'.

4. A Graduated Approach to SEND Support

The Code of Practice outlines a graduated approach. It recognises that children learn in different ways,
have different kinds or levels of SEND and require different levels of support. So increasingly, step by
step, the school will tailor its support to help the child.

Quality First Teaching

Teachers are responsible and accountable for the progress and development of the pupils in the class,
including occasions where pupils access support from teaching assistants or specialist staff. High quality
teaching, differentiated for all pupils’ needs, is the first step in responding to all pupils who have or may
have SEND. All pupils at our school experience lessons that:

- Take into account different learning styles.

- Focus on specific objectives.

- Have high expectations of pupil achievement.

- Include regular use of praise and encouragement to engage and motivate pupils.
- Have differentiated activities that enable all children to engage and achieve.

- Include opportunities for children to talk, both individually and in groups.
